But this little craft
will travel on for millions of years, carrying a Golden
Record bearing recordings and images of life on
Earth. In all likelihood Voyager will outlive humanity
and all our creations. It could be the only thing to
mark our existence. Perhaps some day an alien will
find it and wonder.
